Diamond Elite 
8U & 9U Kid Pitch Rules (46/60)
· No leading off.  Runners must wait for ball to cross the plate before trying to advance.  If runner leaves base prior to pitch reaching the batter, the pitch will be considered a non-pitch and all runners will return to base.  Each runner will receive “one” warning per game.  On every infraction thereafter, the runner will be called out. No drop 3rd strike.
· Each game will be played using a 1 hour and 30 minute time limit or 6 innings.  No new inning will begin after 1 hour 20 minutes.  Games will be played using 46/60.
· In regards to pitching, each pitcher will be allowed up to (9) innings per weekend.  (7) innings for one day tournaments.
· You have (2) choices in regards to substituting.   You can either bat your entire line up and substitute at will or, if you choose to bat 10 or less, a substitute may only substitute for one player one time per game.  A starter may only re-enter the game in his same spot.  You may pinch run for the pitcher or catcher to speed up the game.  The runner must be the player that made the last out. If a player is not able to play doe to medical reasons, sickness etc. during the game, the batting line up moves up.  Teams will not take an out unless a team has less than (9) players.  Once the player is able to play their position, batting order will return to normal.
· Players are encouraged to cheer and chant as they wish.  The only 2 restrictions are that they are not allowed to say or yell anything directly at a particular player, i.e. pitcher, pitcher or anything like that.  Also, they cannot raise their voices as the pitch is being delivered to the plate.
· Any bat with the USA stamp or USSSA stamp will be allowed.
· Run rule: 20 after 2, 12 after 3, 10 after 4, 8 after 5.

· In pool play, home team will be determined by the flip of a coin.  In tournament play, the higher seed will be the home team.  The home team will be responsible for keeping the official book.   Visiting team will be responsible for keeping the scoreboard. Coaches will be asked to sign the scorebook after each game to verify that innings are charged to the correct pitcher.  The home team will be responsible for reporting the score of the game, along with the # of innings pitched by each pitcher, to the umpire after the games.  Pool play games can end in a tie.
Pool Play Tie Breakers
If a tie-breaker is needed during pool play seeding the following system will be used:

1.- Head to head play (when applicable).
2.-  Total Runs allowed.

3.- Total Runs scored.

4.- Flip of coin.


PROTESTS
THERE WILL BE NO PROTESTS.  Umpire’s judgment calls should not be questioned, they are exactly that, judgment.  Tournament director has the authority to remove any coach, parent, fan or player that may cause a drastic scene or continued harassment of an umpire.

This tournament is designed for the kids, and we intend to make sure that they are the main priority.  Things are going to happen during the game that coaches and parents will not be happy with, but please remember that your kids develop their opinions of acceptable behavior from what they see you doing.  There will be absolutely no foul or abusive language or unsportsmanlike conduct tolerated. 

If a coach or assistant coach is ejected from a game, they must set out that game and the
next game.
